1. state what leaders should strive for the aims of the Association; 
2. list the needs and characteristics of 11-16 years old teenagers. And, describe how to make use of the 

sectional training programmes to cope with group members’ needs in accordance with their personal 
development; 

3. state how to assist group members in establishing their value system; 
4. describe and identify the roles of leaders and leadership styles; 
5. collaborate with group members, leaders and other stakeholders to plan for an attractive, enjoyable and 

meaningful programme; 
6. establish and maintain positive relationships with unit members and adults; 
7. establish and maintain positive relationships with patrols, the Group and other stakeholders; 
8. state the organization of the Association and explain how its functions support leaders in executing 

their duties; 
9. state how to acquire resources and support from the community so that contributions and services can 

be made in return; 
10. state their competence of administrative supervision; and 
11. identify further development and support needs.
