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Amendment of Venture Scout Training Scheme

With effect from 15 April 2007, Programme Branch has adopted the amendment of the syllabus in
Venture scout Training Scheme. Details are shown as below:

1. Change of [ Citizenship] requirement, Responsibility section in Venture Scout Award

Page 19 — Requirement (f) of [Citizenship] is changed to:

(f) Attend arecognized Venture Scout Environmental Protection Ambassador Course, or
equivalent.

2. Addition of Drama to the [Indoor Pursuit] requirement, Activity section in Venture Scout Award

In consideration of the current development of youth pursuit, Drama is added to the [Indoor Pursuit]
requirement, Activity section in Venture Scout Award.

Page 21 — Requirement of [Indoor Pursuit] is changed to:
5. Indoor Pursuit
Reach a recognised standard in an indoor pursuit:

Venture Scouts should have a good knowledge of the rules and the terminology of the pursuit
and of any safety requirement, which are appropriate. The following list of activities has been
approved by the Association Headquarters:

Aircraft recognition, Amateur radio, Ballroom dance, Calligraphy (Chinese or Western), Canoe
construction, Ceramics, Civics, Computer, Digital photography, Drama, Folk Dance, Graphic
design, Languages, Meteorology, Motor vehicle mechanics, Music, Painting, Photography,
Philately, Printmaking, Public speaking, Radio construction, Silk screen printing and Sculpture.

The list is not conclusive and the Association Headquarters is prepared to approve additions on
application from Scout Leaders, Scout Districts or Regions. The criterion is that the pursuit
must be predominantly indoor.

Note: The achievement standard for some of the pursuits is in this book.

The achievement standard of Drama is:
1. Have general knowledge of drama.
2. Be able to use body language, facial expressions and voices in a drama performance.
3. Be able to do stage make-up.
4. Have knowledge of functions for the following back-stage works:
(A) Lighting
(B) Audio
(C) Stage decoration and design
(D) Costume design
(E) Properties making and collecting
(F) Stage management
(G) Directing
5. Participate in writing a script.

6. Participate in practice and performance of two 15 — 20 minutes dramas.
