Gilwell Campsite is located at an altitude of 430m of Tate’s Pass, in between Tate’s Cairn and One Rise More (Tung Yeung Shan). It is set in a quiet and natural environment with a beautiful landscape, plenty of trees and shrubs, and an abundance of clean and fresh air. The Campsite is equipped with quality camping grounds and adventure training facilities such as rope course. It is an ideal place for scout units and the public to organize training workshops and social gatherings.
Transportation
Private cars and 28-seat-minibuses can reach the Campsite directly by accessing Fei Ngo Shan Road. Permission from the Transport Department of HKSAR shall be granted for vehicles of or above 5.5 tonnes before accessing Fei Ngo Shan Road. Booking Guide

1. Booking

1.1 Please make your application by completing the application form and send to:
by post: Room 926, Hong Kong Scout Centre, Scout Path, Austin Road, Kowloon

1.2 Application shall be made on behalf of organization, individual booking or walk-in application shall not be accepted.
1.3 Successful applicant will received a “Demand Note cum Confirmation Letter”, confirmation letter must be signed and returned within 3 days; payment should be made within 14 days after signed and returned the confirmation letter.
A) For the Staging of International Events

Applications must be made within 18 months of the date of use of the facilities, referring to the above 1.1 procedure.  Applications will be processed on a first-come-first-served basis. Applicants will be informed of their application results 12 months before the date of use of the facilities.

B) For the Designated Outside Bodies
Designated Outside Bodies includes the below 5 categories;

i) any school registered under the Education Ordinance; 

ii) any non-governmental organization that is receiving recurrent subvention from the Social Welfare Department;

iii) any “national sports association” which is affiliated to its respective International Federation and is a member of the Sports Federation & Olympic Committee of Hong Kong, China;

iv) any Government department.

Within 12 months of the date of use of the facilities, applicants must refer to the above 1.1 procedure. Applications will be processed on a first-come-first-served basis. Applicants will be informed of their application results 5 months before the date of use of the facilities. Time slot for outside bodies booking will be released to the public if no outside bodies application has been received.

C) For Charitable Institutions and Others
Applications must be made within 12 months of the date of use of the facilities, referring to the above 1.1 procedure. Applications will be processed on a first-come-first-served basis. Applicants will be informed of their application results 4 months before the date of use of the facilities.

5. Inclement Weather

5.1 If the yellow or above rainstorm warning signal, or typhoon Signal no.3 or above, or the landslip warning is hoisted 3 hours before the check-in time, the Campsite will be closed. Applicants could apply for refund or to change the booking dates. Notification must be made within 14 days. Otherwise, request would not be entertained.
6. Others

6.1 The Campsite-in-charge reserves all right to reject any application(s) without any explanation.
6.2 All applications will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis, but priority will be given to training classes and activities organized by Scout units.
6.3 Successful applicants should use the campsite within the scheduled time. For cases of early check-in or late check-out, applicants should inform Kowloon Region HQ in advance and the difference in the incurred camp charges should be paid on site.
6.4 Under normal circumstances, payment is non-refundable in case of cancellation of booking or absence of participants.

6.5 Campers should observe the “Rules for Campers” (the Rules) and advice of camp staff.
Camp staff reserves the right to withdraw allocated camp places for those who violate the Rules.  Payment is non-refundable under this case.
6.6 All units/organization should perform 30mins service during camp period under camp staff’s instruction.

6.7 Campsite will be closed during Lunar New Year Holidays.
